What supports everyday creativity? 

• Accessibility of place/space 
• Creativity by stealth 
• Process over product 
• Being given permission 
• Cultural catalysts/connectors

Valuing 

ACE to: 
• Increase the visibility of everyday creativity 
• Revisit language  
• Relax art form definitions  
• Run a nationwide campaign (or support Get Creative) 
Cultural sector to: 
• Lobby more in other areas around creativity (eg Health, 

Education, Technology) 
• Change methodologies for measuring arts and culture 
• Do their own Everyday Creativity  

 



Supporting 

ACE to consider: 
• Micro grants distributed by local organisations 
• Longer term funding for community development 
• Funding people, not projects 
• Training all staff to better understand EC 
• Commission a feasibility study around local and 

national information sharing 
• Support national networking and skills sharing for 

everyday creativity  



Cultural Democracy 

• Cultural buildings better deployed for 
communities 

• Citizen panels 
• National skills sharing across ecology 
• Ecological approach
